RESERVE PETIT VERDOT 2013
DRY RED WINE   SHOMRON REGION

Varieties: 86% Petit Verdot, 14% Merlot
Vineyards: central hills, 700 meters above sea level.
Barrel aging: 12 months in fine oak barrels.
Characteristics: Concentrated, generous and spicy
14.5% ABV.


This new varietal Petit Verdot is sourced from a vineyard in the Shiloh Valley. It has long been an important component of our flagship blend Masada, as well as of the Vineard Dance blend. The exceptional quality and unique character of the 2013 Petit Verdot prompted us to select a few barrels for a varietal bottling. We added 14% of Merlot from our Shevut-Rachel vineyard, for added complexity and depth. The wine was aged in small oak barriques, mainly of French oak, for 12 months. 

As expected from a Petit Verdot, the wine boasts a deep, inky robe. The nose blends ripe black cherries and plums, with a hint of pepper and a subtle floral note. The palate is deep and concentrated, with ripe black fruit and a satisfying note of bittersweet chocolate and roasted coffee. The tannins are well-integrated in this full-bodied wine, and while it's drinking well right now, no doubt it will reward aging of several years.
